DINGHY RULES AND REGULATIONS
General policy
G1.
Joint Warfare Centre Stavanger Sailing Club reserves the right at all times to refuse or restrict the use of facilities.  The right is also reserved to evict anyone who refuses to comply with the conditions as stipulated, or who behaves inappropriately or, in any way, causes damage or annoyance to any other persons.  Procedures are given in the Sailing Club Constitution.
G2.
Neither Joint Warfare Centre Stavanger Sailing Club nor any of its officials or agents shall be liable in any way whatsoever in respect of loss or damage to personal property.

G3.
Club officials and those in contact with children should be familiar with the child protection/welfare policy.

G4.
Joint Warfare Centre Stavanger Sailing Club reserves the right, at all times, to cancel sailing course bookings.

G5.
Common-sense Health and Safety practice is to be applied and the policy defined by the Host Nation and/or national authorities implemented.
G6.
Any damage or defect to club boats or equipment must be recorded in the Defect Book to allow rectification for the benefit of other users.  Faulty equipment at the facility should be reported to a club official and not ignored.  
G7.
All boats, equipment and facilities are to be left clean and tidy and in a condition that an individual would expect to find it in.  Sailing equipment is to be washed in fresh water after use.  Members visiting the facility should correct any loose covers, boats awash etc.
G8.
Some club officials and members are nominated to supervise sailing.  The list, approved by the Principal, is kept in the sailing log and includes a record of qualifications.

G9.
Any new club member is to be given a thorough brief on the club rules and regulations, the club area, the rigging of equipment and particularly the use of safety equipment.  This brief is to be given prior to use of any facility.

G10.
First Aid kits are available in Ron’s cabin, the changing rooms and the hangar/classroom. 

G11.
Easy access to a telephone is to be available in the case of an emergency.  This may be a mobile telephone.

G12.
Any accident should be reported to a club official.  An incident report form is to be completed and forwarded to the club Commodore.  A copy is to be kept by the casualty, one to also be given to the parents/guardian if under 18 and also one kept in the log.
SAILING

S1.
Anybody may sail unsupervised in a Joint Warfare Centre Stavanger Sailing Club boat provided:

a. either the helm holds a minimum of an RYA Adult level 2 or a Youth Stage 4 qualification, or the helm holds an equivalent qualification from another national body

b. the helm is on the list of approved helms, a copy of which is held in the signing out log in Ron’s cabin

c. the Commodore has approved the individual to use club boats

S2.
Anybody not qualified as above may sail supervised provided:

a.
the helm holds a minimum of an RYA Adult level 1 or a Youth Stage 3 qualification, or the helm holds an equivalent qualification from another national body

b.
there is an approved club official present who is able to supervise sailing at all times
c.
the individual seeks permission from the club official and sails within the official’s nominated caveats

d.
they remain in sight of Ron’s cabin unless specifically arranged with the supervisor.
S3.
Anybody using a club boat must sign themselves out in the log book in Ron’s cabin prior to sailing and complete the log on their return.

S4.
A flag is to be hoisted on the pole outside Ron’s cabin whenever anybody is on the water.

S5.
A buoyancy aid is to be worn at all times when on the water.  This includes those entering the water to help to launch boats.

S6.
The normal operating area is within Hafrsfjord bounded by the bridge from Tananger to Kvernavik .  Sailing beyond the bridge may only be undertaken on approval by a club official.
S7.
Sailors are to wear suitable clothing and footwear when going on a boat.  Suitable footwear means flat soft soled shoes, wet suit boots or trainers.  Wetsuits are normally considered appropriate.
S8.
The deliberate capsizing of boats can cause confusion about safety and also damages equipment, therefore, such capsizing may only take place in a controlled manner under the supervision of a club official.
S9.
For sailing courses, for crewed dinghies a maximum 3:1 student:instructor ratio is to be applied for beginners with an instructor onboard.  Otherwise a maximum 9:1 but not more than 6 boats per instructor (e.g. 3 Wayfarers with 3 students in each, or 4 Picos with 2 students in each).  For single-handed dinghies a 6:1 ratio applies.

RESCUE/SAFETY BOAT
R1.
Any rescue boat may only be driven unsupervised by a person holding, as a minimum, an RYA Powerboat Level 2 qualification.
R2.
Any sailing tuition should comply with the minimum safety boat requirements:

a. Up to 6 dinghies (singlehanded or crewed) – 1 safety boat

b. 7 to 15 dinghies – 2 safety boats

c. More than 15 dinghies – 3 or more safety boats
R3.
For recreational sailing, not including instruction but part of a structured learning programme, each safety boat should provide cover for a maximum of 12 dinghies.
R4.
A rescue boat with an outboard should have a kill cord fitted, which is to be used at all times when the engine is running.
R5.
The checklist for pre-starting, starting and stopping the engine is to be followed at all times. 

R6.
The boat’s equipment is to be checked in accordance with the checklist prior to use.

DEALING WITH A MAJOR INCIDENT

M1.  
In the event of a major incident the first priority is the safety of personnel.

M2.
The following actions should be taken/considered:

a.
Inform the next of kin.

b.
Get a statement from competent witnesses.

c.
Remove the individuals concerned and witnesses to a place where they can be talked to away from the press.

d.
Produce a written statement that you can give to the press.

e.
Don’t hold a press conference.

f.
Decide who will speak to the press.

g.
Try to keep a record of whom has been spoken to and what has been said.

h.
Keep any relevant equipment.
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
